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television play
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The hospital in the White House is about to go SUPER NOVA!

Setup

On opposite sides of the stage are two television channels, A and B. Each channel has a station far left / right of the stage, with a technician / musician, sound / lighting / props / signage, and several actors.

Channel A and B broadcast different shows, trying to outdo each other in terms of ratings. Each ‘TV program' is performed centre-stage by the performers from that channel. At times, both stations broadcast shows at the same time, and the actors present two completely unrelated performances in the same stage space at the same time.
TV Programs

The 'TV programs' that each station is broadcasting are incomplete fragments inspired by or scavenged from shitty TV. This document includes a selection of scripts from real and invented TV shows, but this should be added to by the company. Programs should vary in length from a few seconds to 5-6 minutes. 
Example

Channel A broadcasts an episode of a sitcom. The show is introduced with a blurb and ratings in the style of a (spoken / projected / handwritten) TV guide: 'Charlie Goes Wild: Charlie can't believe that Fred has never been to a nightclub before. PG, sexual references.' Channel A's two performers go centre-stage and begin performing. The technician for Channel A plays the soundtrack, creates sound and lighting effects (eg canned laughter), and voices additional characters.

While Channel A’s episode of 'Charlie Goes Wild' is being performed, Channel B begins to broadcast a nature documentary. A performer from Channel B steps into the sitcom scene and begins narrating David Attenborough-esque lines about a rare species of sloth, while the technician creates sloth sounds and special effects. The two scenes co-exist for a few moments, then one or the other of them dissolves and dies and the performers return to their channel’s HQ.

Structure

Although A and B seem to be competing for the audience's attention, the performers should not be trying to upstage or outdo one another. The company should structure the timing and interplay between the different programs, sculpting the whole performance with an eye to the overarching ebb and flow of story, character, sound, light and pulp. This overall shape might be precisely choreographed or determined more loosely, but should be considered as a whole and not as two separate performance streams.

Not sure. Maybe I’d randomise the programming, so any show could appear on any channel at any time. Or maybe I’d do something with ad breaks.

Okay, how about this. You’ve been sent a six-part miniseries from the BBC. It’s about... journalists from a London newspaper uncovering corruption in the Halls of Parliament. Lots of shots of gritty sidewalks and dead prostitutes and guys with their ties half undone arguing over coffee. Six hour long episodes, each episode gets three ad breaks, which breaks it into four pieces. That’s twenty four segments of British miniseries, numbered chronologically from one to twenty four. Now say you tell your viewers – you can choose six of these twenty four segments and put them wherever you like. The rest will be random. You might choose to put the first six segments of the show in order at the beginning and then hope you’ll be able to figure it out after that. You might want to fix the last two segments in order at the end so it doesn’t spoil the ending for you. Or maybe you want to put segment twenty four in the first bracket, get it out of the way. I’d do that for every show.

6th channel

in the next 90 minutes, I’ll dispense heaps of helpful tips to keep you safe and smiling while you secure yourself the fruits of other people’s misery. Plus, I’ve included some of my favourite looting tunes, to get you in the ruined city groove. but where to start? perhaps you’d like to hear a few words about me, your guide in the hungry hungry streets we know only too well!

[MUSICAL INTERLUDE: Marvin Gaye – Can I get a witness?]

Hi, I’m Teddy. The Miracle Worker. Not so long ago I was just plain Edward Mclaughlin, a Year 12 graduate with no prospects and no direction. Now I’m wanted in eight countries on burglary and smuggling charges and I’m worth at least $31,000 in consumer items. I sure went from zero to hero! 

And how, you ask? Simple. When the radio and the television started telling people to get out of the city, I stayed in the city! When the chief of police announced which suburbs had been declared danger zones, I rolled straight on over there! I strolled into a few houses, filled the back of my car with stereos and widescreen TVs, and then once I’d stored it all at home – I did the same thing again!

It didn’t take long before the ladies started to notice that I was the guy packing all the latest gear. Two bushfires, two hurricanes, six riots and an earthquake later, and I’m at the top of my game! So what’s next? Well, I wanna share some of what I’ve learned with the world, and hopefully spark you, listener, to pick up a crowbar and roll out into those dangerous streets.

Let’s start the lesson off with an upbeat rock and roll song that will get us in the mood to kick in some windows! Here’s The Clash with their number: White Riot.

the small bread-roll model connects with and deconstructs the larger bread-roll model.

bekken
Oh, that’s better! Yes, I’ll put that on the agenda right away. That’s right, I’ll take care of it myself. I’m fine – thanks to Salvoprofen.

manson
Salvoprofen. New from Telfa.

low
Excuse me. Do you mind picking those up from the floor? 

sitcom in 3 different time periods

Yes. And all right, it brings to mind an idea I had for a sitcom while I was passing through the mall today. They had one of those video-ads-

Those things are real hip and new now.

They are. Anyway, this was an ad of a little girl singing into a carrot, then it morphs into the same girl as a pre-teen, singing into a Singstar kareoke mic, then she morphs into a teenager in a pop punk band singing into a microphone, and I guess it would have kept going. But it made me think of an idea for this sitcom which would just be hassle to put together, but

One when he’s a primary school kid, one when he’s in college or university or whatever, and one when he’s a businessman in his thirties. Anyway, you set it up in the pilot episode that something happens so at these three points in his life, this guy can communicate with himself in the other two points. They can compare notes, kind of. Bit like Day of the Tentacle. So each episode, you’ve got three storylines that sort of have analogies with each other. The kid’s about to do a big maths test, the businessman is about to have an important performance review or something, and the college kid’s about to...

About to have his first orgy.

Exactly.

-
What’s great about that is that the kid would be completely screwed up.

-
Yeah, he’d get old before his time.

-
Not just that. The businessman would constantly be like;

You need to take another maths class! No woodwork.

Right, yeah, the older two would completely exploit him. I imagine the kid’ll have this one best friend his whole life – this lanky sidekick who’s always wise-cracking, and you see him in each of the three incarnations. Then one episode, when they’re both in primary school, the best friend just dies – hit by a car. And in the older two incarnations, he’s just still there. No mention of it.

I really imagine this as one of those shows that has a big lead up, heaps of advertising, big premier, then two weeks later it gets moved from the 7:30pm slot to the 11:45pm slot. Then another two weeks and they just pull it, no warning.

Now I love my family and I’ve read my bible from cover to cover so I want you to tell me, Reverend, from what part of the Holy Scripture do you suppose the Lambs of God drew their Divine inspiration when they sent my 12 year-old granddaughter a Raggedy Ann doll with a knife stuck through its throat? But one track out of the Sun Studios in 1958 had an entirely different sound to it – it fused country and western with the burgeoning rockabilly genre to create something new – sonicanimation’s ‘Love Lies Bleeding’.

1961 – the Cavern Club, Liverpool – Underworld or the Chemical Brothers or Fatboy Slim or Mouse on Mars…

1964 – folk musician plugs in and ‘goes electric’ at Newport Folk Festival

1967 – psychedelia – Hendrix = Autechre, Janis = Avalanches

1969 – Stooges = Kid 606

Old man
We were in Jim’s milkbar when someone put on – I think it was – Fatboy Slim, Right Here Right Now, and we – none of us knew what we were listening to. I remember Jim said ‘I’m going to get that jukebox record sent back tomorrow,’ and we all said ‘If you do that, we’ll never come in here again.’ (chuckles) Jim, I guess Jim realised: if the electronica goes, the young people go. 

Academic
Through the 1960s, there were two revolutions happening side by side – a revolution in music and a revolution in consciousness. It was inevitable – I mean it was predicted by almost everyone – that these two revolutions would be joined. But when it came – when that track finally arrived – it was still a shock. It was a blast.

Narrator
That song, released in the summer of 1967, signalled a resurgence for Warp Records, which had for many months been in danger of being eclipsed. This single, released with B-sides including remixes of old classics Vletrmix and Basscadet, revitalised the label and confirmed its place at the forefront of British electronic music. The track: Autechre’s Gantz Graf.
